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Microscope Lesson
SAFETY FIRST - Using a microscope involves
1. Reading the instructions carefully

2. Following them in order from start to finish every time you look at a slide
3. Being careful and gentle at all times

UNDERSTANDING THE MICROSCOPE

LENS

· The lens needs to start on red which is the lowest level of magnification. 

EYE PIECE

· Adjust for your eyes.

· You should be able to look through it like you are looking through binoculars. You should be able to see one circle. 

SLIDE GRIP

· Open the slide grip and place the slide to firmly in place. 

MECHANICAL STAGE CONTROL

· Adjust the mechanical stage control so that the slide and the sample are directly under the microscope. 
COARSE ADJUSTMENT
· Move the largest knob move the lens coarsely up and down
FINE ADJUSTMENT

· Move the smallest knob to move the lens finely up and down

LIGHT ADJUSTOR
· Move the light adjustor to change the amount of light that emits through the slide. 

USING THE MICOSCOPE
STAGE ONE 
Do NOT look through the EYE PIECE until the next stage. 

1. Make sure the red lens is used first
2. Make sure the LIGHT ADJUSTOR is set on 5

3. Use the SLIDE GRIP to place the slide in the microscope

4. Use the MECHANICAL STAGE CONTROL to make sure the slide is directly beneath the lens
STAGE TWO 
You are now looking through the eye piece as you work. 

1. Look through the eye piece and move the COURSE ADJUSTMENT until the slide comes into focus. 

NOTE: There is a DANGER of breaking the slide if you are not careful here!

2. Use the FINE ADJUSTMENT and DIMMER for extra focus.

3. Use the MECHANICAL STAGE CONTROL to view different parts of the slide.
